PART C: Reading Comprehension

PASSAGE 1:

The reed-flute called ney in Persian is one of the most ancient instruments of the Near
East. Its construction is so simple that it is impossible to state confidently where and
when it developed. In Islamic culture, the ney has functioned simultaneously as an
instrument of courtly music, popular music, and Sufi sama. Even before the lifetime of
Rumi, the ney was mentioned by the Persian poets Sanai and Attar and had a status
among Sufis as the preferred musical instrument for sama sessions.

Rumi immortalized the ney in the opening verses of the Masnavi, in which the
wailing of the reed-flute, cut off from the reed-bed, symbolizes the lament of the soul
cut off from its heavenly source. In Rumi’s poetry the ney is consistently described as
a revealer of secrets. This role often refers to two different sets of images, based on
two different traditions. One of them has a religious background, while the other is a
product of the history of early Sufism. We have no way to assess how the ney was
used in the Sufi environments of Rumi’s own time. No clue survives as to which
musical genres were deemed most appropriate for solo performance on the ney or for
its use as an accompanying instrument.

Public musicology is one of those things whose definition seems obvious and easy
when you are not thinking about it and vexed when you do. Many projects can
plausibly be called public musicology. First, there are books and essays written by
scholars for an educated general readership, such as Peter Burkholder’s Listening to
Charles Ives, an introductory volume to the composer’s diverse musical output.
Second, there are digital humanities projects that make sources, scholarship, and data
available to researchers and teachers, both in and out of the academy. Thomas
Mathiesen was a pioneer of the musical digital humanities. In 1990, he created
the Thesaurus Musicarum Latinarum (TML), a searchable database that makes freely
available every known Latin text on music from antiquity to the seventeenth century.

A third category of public musicology projects might be those that center around
musical performance, whether in curating and staging events or in the creation of
program notes and pre-concert lectures. This category includes such projects as
Melamed’s Bloomington Bach Cantata Project, which stages historically informed
performances of and lectures on Bach’s cantatas.

It should be obvious that the above remarks do not concern all varieties of public
musicology. Personal relations between scholars and their publics matter especially in
the kind of public scholarship that can be referred to as “content creation.” Content
creation is such a new form for scholarship to take, there are few if any maps of this
domain, and given the liquid state of our culture they would be outdated before you
laid eyes on them anyway.

PASSAGE 3:

Most higher education programs in the arts involve fostering students’ technical skills as
well as promoting their individual artistic creativity. This is exemplified by a model of
teaching musical composition derived from the composition-pedagogical literature by
Lupton and Bruce (2010). [1] The first two of the four themes in their model, “learning
from the masters” and “mastery of techniques,” deal with technical knowledge and skills,
whereas the last two, “exploring ideas” and “developing voice,” deal with personal
expression and creativity. According to Lupton and Bruce, the last theme is the least
developed in terms of suggesting specific teaching strategies. [2] The emphasis on personal
expression and creativity in teaching composition is related to what the sociologist
Reckwitz called the “creativity dispositive” of our contemporary society—a general
expectation to produce novelty. Such an expectation structure is the result of a broad socio-
historical move. [3] It is relevant to note how Western discourse concerning the nature of
compositional work consists of several sedimented layers of ideals, including those of
steady craftsmanship (in the style of J. S. Bach), romantic notions of an original genius (on
the model of Beethoven), and conceptions about the composer as a researcher (e.g.,
Stockhausen, Xenakis).

The common pedagogical metaphor of a composer voice that should be found or
developed might be understood as a convenient shorthand for referring to this rich tapestry
of cultural ideals and expectations while avoiding outmoded notions such as that of a so-
called creative genius. In Stauffer’s view, identity is a matter of the consistent, unique
musical gestures and structures that allow informed listeners to associate a work with its
composer. [4] The composer’s voice, instead, has to do with the unique aspects of
expression and meaning embodied in the compositions.
