Most knotted rugs have a woolen pile, but the pile may also consist of other animal
fibers, such as mohair, goat hair, camel hair or cow hair. Silk-pile rugs are made in
some places, and artificial silk and cotton are also sometimes found. Mixtures are not
uncommon — e.g. part wool, part camel hair; or part wool, part silk. The warps and
wefts of pile rugs are normally wool or cotton but goat hair is also found in tribal
goods, and the finest rugs sometimes have silk warps. In China and Turkey, one even
encounters the use of gold or silver thread as a brocade in silk-pile rugs.

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PASSAGE 2:

We may take Central Asia as the original district of manufacture. Carpet designs,
however, owe their origin to the districts to which the art of carpet weaving spread. In
the West we have the Persian and Turkish; in the South the Indian and in the East the
Chinese.

The designs of Chinese carpets are all older than carpet making itself in China, for
they are derived from those used in silk weaving. These in their turn have the same
origin as the paintings found on old Chinese pottery. Many designs seen on porcelains
are therefore to be found in carpets.

Silk designs can be traced back until lost in antiquity. Indeed, as far back as in the
records of China’s trade with the Romans, mention is made of silk fabrics of “splendid
designs”. In the SHU-CHING, the classical Book of History, are to be found
descriptions of ornamentations on banners and on the silken garments of officials. In
the time of the Sung Dynasty (A. D. 960 to 1279) the names of more than 50 designs
are given, of which many are still used in carpets, among them being: “The Dragon in
Water”, “Dragon entwined between Flowers”, “Dragon and Phoenix”, “Dragon in
Medallions”, “Tortoise-shell Background”, “Lotus Flowers”, “Floral Symbol of Long
Life”, “Musical Instruments”, “Lion with Ball”, “Aquatic Plants and Playing Fishes”
and “Tree Peonies”. Combinations of written characters signifying happiness and
groups of symbols signifying good luck are also given.

It is not only through illustrations in old writings that we can trace the age and
origin of these designs. Evidence is also afforded us by the many old monuments of
China, which are richly adorned with carvings in similar designs.

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PASSAGE 3:

The classical era in Persian carpet history, associated historically with the reigns of the
Safavid Shah Tahmasp (1524-76) and Shah Abbas (1587-1628), represented a
quintessential high-point in Persian aesthetics and artistry. Sadly, this once-glorious
tradition plunged into a prolonged state of decline following the Afghan sack of
Isfahan in 1722. Its grandeur having faded, for the next two centuries Persian carpet
production remained primarily an indigenous village handicraft. Most of what was
produced consisted of crude items for local utilization. Marketable output had declined
precipitously, pending the revival or trade in the last decades of the nineteenth century.

In a fascinating irony of the history of decorative arts, it took an upsurge of popular
interest in late nineteenth century Europe to bring about a reversal in the centuries-old
decline of the Persian carpet industry. [1] A heightened European public interest in
Orientalia, which had been greatly stimulated by London’s Crystal Palace exhibition
of 1851, and was further promoted by the 1891 Vienna World Exhibition, excited a
more widespread European and also North American appreciation and taste for the
Islamic decorative arts. [2] Nevertheless, it was indicative of the diminished condition
of the Persian carpet industry at the time that very few rugs were actually available on
display in Persia’s pavilion at the Vienna exhibition. [3]

The ensuing upsurge in international market demand for hand-knotted “oriental”
carpets induced a response from traders, which in turn prompted a gradual revival of
exports of Persian carpets. [4] The number of people employed in Persian carpet
production rose from around 1,000 in 1860 to 65,000 by 1910. Similarly, the
contribution of carpets to Persia’s export revenues grew from near zero in the
mid-nineteenth century to about 12 percent in the period 1911-13. By the late 1920s
exports of Persian carpets had grown to constitute Iran’s second largest foreign currency
earner, after oil.
