PASSAGE 1:

Gratitude and ingratitude refer to thankfulness or disdain in response to a kindness. A
dominant feature of the concept of gratitude in the Holy Quran is its use to describe the
spiritual bond binding the believer to God. Gratitude has a very broad semantic field in the
Holy Quran with a strong theocentric character in the sense that gratitude is owed chiefly
to God, even if that means through what God has made and the offices He has appointed.
Gratitude is a spiritual and moral state of mind, spiritual in the sense of acknowledging the
believer’s obligation to the Creator, and moral in the sense of mandating rightful conduct
in relation to God and to those appointed by God (see ethics and the Holy Quran).

Ingratitude is the opposite, its fundamental defect being denial of what is rightfully
owed to God. [1] It thus distorts the very basis of all moral relationships, whether those
with God or with those within the human community. [2] As the Holy Quran states it,
ingratitude is a form of rebellious unbelief, of kufr (see belief and unbelief). [3]

The verb to thank, to be grateful (shakara) and its various cognates, such as shukr
(gratitude or thanksgiving), occurs seventy-four times in the Holy Quran. Gratitude or
thanksgiving is in one sense due to God alone, and, only by analogy, to others. [4] The
roots of gratitude lie in the act of creation (g.v.) to which human beings owe their life,
with sustenance of life through God’s bounties and blessings (see blessing; grace) being
further grounds for gratitude. The faithful person (mu 'min), the person of iman (q 3:147),
is the grateful person (shakir). In sirah al-Rahman (“The Beneficent,” Q 55), the Holy
Quran rehearses for the believer the bounties and blessings of God with a refrain in the
form of a rhetorical challenge, “which of your lord’s bounties will you deny?”’

PASSAGE 2:

Yiinus 1is the first in a series of six sirahs whose opening verses include the letters alif,
lam, and ra’, and which speak of the Book. One of this sirah’s main arguments, in
response to the Makkan idolaters’ accusations, is that the Holy Quran is of Divine
Origin and the Prophet (PBUH) had no hand in composing it. Several verses decry the
disbelievers’ labeling the Prophet a manifest sorcerer and saying that he has
fabricated it. The siirah also argues that the real fabricators are those who reject God,
and for them there awaits a terrible reckoning in the next life. [1] The sirah describes
how even disbelievers manifest this true belief in God when affliction befalls them and
they are left with no one to turn to except God; however, when they are safe, they
forget God, return to their old ways, and are again left to their own machinations. [2]

Another key theme of this sirah is its response to the challenges made by the
Makkan idolaters that the Prophet (PBUH) should hasten to bring upon them the
Punishment of God if he is truthful in his claims or that he should bring a different
Quran that does not condemn their gods and is thus more congenial to their ways of
worship. [3]

A good deal of emphasis is placed in this sirah on the teaching that the ultimate
return of all creatures is to God, just as their creation originated with Him. [4]
Although the meeting with God after death is considered to be inevitable, those who
are given only to the life of this world and who serve their various false gods will be
punished for their disbelief. Likewise, glad tidings are promised to the believers who
are encouraged to be patient with the hardships through which the disbelievers put
them.

PASSAGE 3:

This is the story of a man who was born into privilege, excelled in his studies, served as a
high government official in British India, wrote the monumental Tranmslation and
Commentary of the Holy Quran and died a homeless and penniless man in London.

Abdullah Yusuf Ali was born in Surat, India, in 1878 to a merchant family. According
to his own words, he was taught Arabic from early childhood, and by age five he had
finished reading the Holy Quran. He attended Anjuman-e-Islam School in Bombay,
where another Indian Muslim by the name of Muhammad Ali Jinnah was his schoolmate.
After receiving his B.A. degree from Bombay University, he won a Bombay Presidency
scholarship to study at Cambridge, where he received another B.A. degree in law. He was
called to the bar at Lincoln’s Inn, where his grade school classmate Muhammad Ali
Jinnah was his contemporary—as was Muhammad Igbal (later known as Allama Igbal).

The offer of Islamia College principalship came from Allama Muhammad Igbal in his
capacity as president of Anjuman-e-Himayat-e-Islam, the organization that ran the
college. After some hard bargaining at the residence of Allama Igbal, Yusuf Ali accepted
the appointment at a princely salary of Rupees 1,350 per month.

He completed the manuscript of The Holy Qur'an: Text, Translation and Commentary
while still at Islamia College but resigned a year before his contract was to have expired.
That was a time of great political upheaval in India and the Punjab was not immune to
political mudslinging and character assassination. He was accused of working on his
project on college time (he denied the accusation) So, in the 1930s, he moved back to
London. This time for good.

Meanwhile, Yusuf Ali’s reputation as a Quranic scholar and as a man of letters had
reached North America as well. In December 1938 he toured Canada at the invitation of
the National Council of Education of Canada. There he inaugurated the first Canadian
mosque in the city of Edmonton. When asked to suggest a suitable name, he chose Al-
Rashid Mosque, most likely after his son Rashid.
