The Islamic conquest of Iran during the 7th century entailed not only a change of
religion but also a change of language. The sacred language of Islam was Arabic, and
the proportion of Arabic words used in Persian rapidly increased until it reached
something like the 40 to 50 percent of the present day. Before the introduction of the
Arabic element, most loanwords were mainly from other Iranian languages.

In later periods, Modern Persian borrowed words extensively from Turkish and
from European languages. Persian is itself the donor language in the case of the other
Iranian languages, all of which have drawn upon its vocabulary.

Buddhism was similarly responsible for the large proportion of Indo-Aryan words,
both Sanskrit and Prakrit, found in Sogdian and especially in Khotanese. A
considerable Indian element occurs in the vocabulary of those modern Iranian
languages that have been or are in contact with modern Indo-Aryan languages in the
northwest, such as Lahnda and Sindhi. There the Dardic languages have also been
influential. Balochi has also borrowed from Brahui, a Dravidian language spoken in
Balochistan in Pakistan.
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Ossetic occupies an exceptional position. Most of its Persian and Arabic
borrowings have come to it through Turkish, but more striking are the large number of
words borrowed from the Caucasian languages, especially Georgian. In modern times,
Ossetic continues to be influenced by Russian.

PASSAGE 2:

Old Persian texts were written from left to right in the syllabic Old Persian cuneiform
script and had 36 phonetic characters and 8 logograms. The usage of logograms is not
obligatory. The script was surprisingly not a result of evolution of the script used in the
nearby civilisation of Mesopotamia. Despite the fact that Old Persian was written in
cuneiform script, the script was not a direct continuation of Mesopotamian tradition
and in fact, according to Schmitt, was a "deliberate creation of the sixth century BCE".

The origin of the Old Persian cuneiform script and the identification of the date and
process of introduction are a matter of discussion among Iranian scholars with no
general agreement having been reached. The factors making the consensus difficult
are, among others, the difficult passage DB (IV lines 88-92) from Darius the Great
who speaks of a new "form of writing" being made by himself which is said to be "in
Aryan".

Also, the analysis of certain Old Persian inscriptions are "supposed or claimed to
predate Darius the Great. Although it 1s true that the oldest attested Old Persian
inscriptions are from Behistun monument from Darius, the creation of this "new type
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of writing" seems, according to Schmitt, "to have begun already under Cyrus the
Great".

The script shows a few changes in the shape of characters during the period it was
used. This can be seen as a standardization of the heights of wedges, which in the
beginning (i.e. in DB) took only half the height of a line.

PASSAGE 3:

In northwestern Iran, Median was spoken, which is known from numerous loanwords
in Old Persian. We know nothing about its grammar, but it shares important
phonological isoglosses with Avestan, rather than Old Persian. The Medes, too, are
first mentioned in the Assyrian annals.

Under the Median rule, Median must to some extent have been the official Iranian
language in western Iran. No documents in Median have been preserved, however, and
it 1s likely that the Old Persian cuneiform script was not invented till under Darius. If
the Medes wrote in Median they must therefore have used another script. By the time
Old Persian became the official Iranian language under the Achaemenids, numerous
Median words had found their way into it. These are not restricted to technical
terminology such as administration, but are from all parts of the lexicon. Sometimes
both Median and Old Persian forms are found, which gave Old Persian a somewhat
confusing and inconsistent look.

The other known Old Iranian language is that of the Avesta, the Zoroastrian
scriptures. The geographical names in the Avestan texts show that the Avestan
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language must have belonged to tribes settled in the area stretching from modern
Sistan to the Aral Sea. There 1s no trace of South-Iranian geography in the extant
Avestan texts. The westernmost place mentioned may be "Zoroastrian Raya ," if that is
to be identified with Raga in Media of Darius's Bisotun inscription and the town of
Ray located just to the south of modern Tehran, but that 1s wholly uncertain.

The language of the oldest Avestan texts (Old Avestan) is very close to that of the
Old Indic Rigveda and as such is of a very archaic Indo-European type. The language
of the later Avestan (Young or Late Avestan) texts is more similar to the language of
the oldest Old Persian inscriptions than to Old Avestan. It is therefore not unlikely that
Avestan was a language spoken in northeastern and eastern Iran from the second half
of the 2nd millennium (Old Avestan) down to about the beginning of the Achaemenid
period (Young Avestan).
