PASSAGE 2:

The World Cup arrived in Russia’s westernmost city, Kaliningrad, known until 1945
as East Prussia’s capital, Konigsberg, in June 2018. Anticipating over 100,000
visitors — nearly a quarter of the city’s population and the largest number of
international visitors since the city became Russian after WWII — the local organizing
committee and the city government took a joint decision to renovate Lenin Avenue.
An eyesore for as long as residents can remember, this principal boulevard consisted
primarily of low-rise, low-cost blocks of flats built in the early to mid-1960s under.
The upgrade that began in 2015 involved, first, a Moscow-based and, then, local
architectural firms, which developed prototypes for the buildings’ revamp. The houses
had to be beautified, their Soviet provenance concealed behind a new look. Initially
planned to include ninety-three buildings, the upgrade ended up affecting only
thirteen.

Which style to choose provoked no debate: Lenin Avenue deserved to look like a
northern European Hanseatic trade network city from the Renaissance Period.
Following this vision, the original rectangular boxes of modernist Series 1-335
transformed into colorful gabled structures. The look was achieved through using
blocks of polystyrene taux brick attached to the fronts and brightly colored paints:
yellow, green, and terracotta. Floral and geometrical patterns adorned the pediments.
Imitation wrought-iron railings replaced the socialist steel bars on balconies.

No less peculiar than the design itself was its definition as proposed by the director
of the specially appointed committee: “Lenin Avenue will be where Bauhaus meets
Gothic, with the Hansa look stirred in.”” The local press lauded this as “the rightful
return of history” in which the European origins of the city historically known as
“Konigsberg” were acknowledged.

Even those who criticized the project for its overt “Potemkinisation” — by which
they meant a focus on appearances and the masking of structural deficiencies such as
leaking roofs, derelict electric systems, and moribund ventilation — did not contest the
aesthetics of the design.

The last few decades have seen what must be one of the most dramatic reversals in
urban design theory from modern urban order in the decades following the Second
World War, to a neo traditional urbanism, which can be described as the philosophy
and practice of recreating the best of traditional urbanism for today. This was perhaps
the most significant movement in urban planning and design in recent decades,
because it constitutes a clearly identifiable movement, with well-defined aims and
methods, and principles set out in the Charter of the New Urbanism (see Marshall,
2009).

New Urbanism is a philosophical and practical way to recreate the best traditional
urban form for today, such as court yard and mixed-use streets. It is a neo traditional
movement based on pragmatism, which focuses on public realm, relation between
work and living, environmental sustainability, and product (rather than process, which
is contrary to communicative planning). Some regard New Urbanism more as an
ideology, rather than a theory.

New urbanism refers to a design-oriented approach to planned development and
may be regarded as one of the movements of the practical movements. According to
this movement, development should be based on compact pattern and a mix of
different housing types, and mix uses. Land uses should be distributed in a way to let
people walk to their destinations easily and in short time. New Urbanism involves an
urban form that stimulates neighborliness, community involvement, and subjective
feelings of integration with one’s environment. As a theory, New Urbanism 1s free of
the grand statements and obscure rationales typical of many urban design theories. As
