It is also the safest
way of guarding [oneself] against [attributing] error and deviation to the Book of
God.”

Sahifr is an 1snad strand in which the transmission is achieved along an uninterrupted
chain of transmitters, preferably from the hadith collection all the way down to the
Prophet Muhammad, whereby the lifctimes of every pair of (wo (ransmitiers show
sullicient overlap. This overlap 1s necessary (o allow the conclusion that they could
have met one another and that there 1s a conccivable, 1l noi cstablished, master/pupil
relationship. Furthermore, every transmitter has to be known for his capacity to
understand fully and to transmit accurately every hadith he hears and/or writes down
from his similarly well qualified hadith master. As far as the transmitted text s
concerned, a sahih tradition can be ¢ither generally recognized or controversial, gither
‘well known® or ‘strange’. or anything in between those perimelers.

Hasan 1s an issad when 1s provenunce and its transmitlers arc known., without
anvone of these being 1dentified with mendacity. A late definition has it that there may
be some conceivable weakness in a fiasan tradition, but the idea laid down in its main
should bc beneficial in the mam and, where it concerng a rule or preseription, it
deserves (o be put inlo practice. Ibn ash-Shahrazuri savs that the transmitters ol a
hasan tradition are not exempt ol undisclosed delecis, bul they should in any case not
be heedless (mughaffal) and they should not make too many mistakes in what they
transmit. They should not be suspected of any deliberate mendacity or any other
feature that leads to ungodliness. A matn of a hasan tradition should be well-known
through other, similar versions, This includes mains transmiticd through strands with
allernative companions and/or successors: thus they aveid belonging 1o the genres of
unique or objectionable mains. Iis transmitlers should prelerably be known [or their
veracity and reliability but to a degree that falls short of comparable qualities in

PASSAGES:

The Companions who engaged in excgesis had several sources for understanding and
interpreting the Quran: parts ol the Quranic text that explained other parts; inlormation
received from the Prophet, both oral and praxis; and their own understanding ot what
the Quranic text meant. They were also familiar with the language of the Quran, the
overall social context of the revelation, the Prophet’s ways of thinking. and the norms,
values and customs of the Arabs, all of which provided them with a unique basis for
making scnse ol the Quranie text within the overall [ramework ol the cnerging
‘eslablished practice” of the Muslim community.

‘The need for interpretation of the Quran increased with the second generation of
Muslims, known as ‘Successors’, who were a more heterogeneous group. 'They
included children of the Companions brought up within the new religions (Islamic)
cnviromment, and Arabic-speaking and non-Arabic-speaking converts (o Islam. Also,
the wider the gap between their era and the time ol the Prophet, the stronger the need
to address questions of exegesis of the Quran. With the Successors based in locations
such as Medina, Mecca and the area now known as Iraq. these locations began to
develop proto-traditions of local exegesis around the teachings of the respective
Companiong residing there,

Other events led 1o the [urther development ol cxegesis: the pelitical conllicts and
their associaled theological debates thal raged alier the death ol the Prophet and in the
wake of the assassination of Uthman, the third caliph, in 35/656; the interest of popular

preachers and storvtellers in the Quranic narratives: and the development of hadith and
Arabic linguistics and literature as new disciplines. A number of other disciplines also
began to emerge during the late Umayyad and early Abbasid periods {second/eighth
century) and provided lurther suppori 1o the cmerging (radition ol (afsir. These
included gira’at {rcading and recilation ol the Quran). which cxplored the wayvs in
which the Quran could be reciled, and 1ts legilimate recitations, their sources, and
chains of transmission.
