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A good dictionary gives the user information about words such as spellings,
pronunciations and definitions.
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It also gives examples of how to use the words in sentences correctly.
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Therefore, it is essential to know how to use a dictionary.
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In this lesson, we provide you with some helpful tips on how to use a dictionary
effectively.
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1. Choose the Right Dictionary.
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There are many different types of dictionaries such as learner’s dictionaries, general
dictionaries, picture dictionaries, etc.
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Therefore, first identify your needs.
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Without choosing the right one you cannot meet your language needs.
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2. Read the Introduction.
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The best way to learn how to use your dictionary effectively is to read its introduction.

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3. Learn the Abbreviations.
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Different types of abbreviations are often used in the definitions for a word.
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This can be confusing if you do not know what the abbreviations stand for.

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7. Look for Collocations.
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Learning the meaning of a single word is not usually enough.
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Through sentence examples, try to learn ‘words in combination’ to expand your
vocabulary.

One way to figure out the meaning of an unknown word is to look for its relationship
with other words in the same family. Even if you cannot figure out the exact meaning,
your understanding can be enough to allow you to read on. For example, in this

sentence:
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“We provide you with some helpful information on how to use a dictionary more

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you can get an idea of the meaning of the word effectively by recognizing that it is
related to the word effect. In this technique which is also known as word attack,
looking for word parts can help you read and understand the meaning of complicated
words. When you recognize prefixes and suffixes and know what they mean, it will
help you work out the meaning of many words you read.
