Petersberg Citadel (I’C} in Erfurt, central Germany, is one of the largest and best-
preserved town lortresses In Burope.

The P"alacio do Planalto in Brasiliais the official workplace of the President of
Brazil. The building was  designed by architecl Oscar Niemeyerin 1958 and
imaugurated on April 21, 1960. The presidential palace was a major feature of Costa's
plan for the newly established capital city. Niemeyer's idea was to project an image of
simplicity and modernity using [ine lings and waves (o composc the columns and
exterior structures. 'The longitudinal lines of the palace are kept by a sequence of
columns whosc design 1s a variation ol those at the Palacio da Alvorada, although they
were arranged {ransversely 1o the body ol the building. The palace's lacade 1s also
composed by two strong elements: the ramp leading to the hall and
the parfatorivm (speaker's platforin), fromm where the president and foreign heads ot
state can address the public at the Three Powers Plaza. A reflecting pool was built in
1991 to increase security around the palace and to balance humidity levels during the
long dry scason in Brasilia. It has an approximaic arca of 1,635 sq. m wilh a depth of
L 10 em. Several Japanese carp live in the pool. In March 2009, President [Lniz Indcio
Lula da Silva ordered an extensive restoration of the palace. Decades ot poor
mainicnance had taken a great toll on the structure built in 1938, The restoralion was
completed on August 24, 2010, at a cost of R$ 111 million. The restoration tocused
on: installing new electricity, water and central air conditioning systems: complete
dismantling ol the interior spaces and construction of new inlerior divisions;
