Prolactin and growth hormone have considerable structural similaritics. They arc both
large single chain peptides. Prolactin is synthesized and stored in the anterior pituitary
lactotrophs. It has a weakly somatotrophic action but its predominant role is to promote
growth and maturation of the mammary gland during pregnancy to prepare it for the
secretion of milk during lactation. The secretion of prolactin is normally inhibited by
dopamine, secreted by hypothalamic neurons. ’rolactin secretion is thus allowed to rise
and milk synthesis by the mammary tissue is stimulated (galactopoiesis).

Growth hormone is synthesized and stored in somatotrophs, which are the most
abundant pituitary cell type. It exerts a wide range of metabolic actions that involves
virtually every type of cell with the exception of nerve cells. Its main targets, however,
are the bones and skeletal muscles. The net effects of Growth hormone on protein
metabolism are an increase in the rate of protein synthesis. a decrease in plasma amino
acid contenl, and a posilive nitrogen balance.

‘The principal physiological action of vasopressin is as an antidiuretic hormone. For
this reason it is also known as ADH. Briefly, when V2 receptors are activated, they
facilitate the reabsorption of water from the final third of the distal tubule and the
collecting ducts ol the kidney by increasing the permeability ol these ccells 1o walcr.
The net result of its actions is an incrcasce in urine osmolality and a decrcase In urine
low. Additional renal ceffccts of vasopressin include  stimulation of sodium
rcabsorption and urca transport [rom lumen {o interstitial [luid in the medullary
collecting duct. By this action, it helps Lo maintain the osmotic gradient [rom corlex 1o
papilla which is crucial for the elaboration of concentrated urine. Vasopressin. as its
name suggests. i1s also a potent vasoconstrictor that acts particularly on the arteriolar
smooth muscle of the skin and splanchnic circulation. Vasopressin also exerts a CRH-
like activity whereby it stimulates the release of ACTH from the anterior pituitary.
