PASSAGE I:

Pressure-sensitive paint {PSP) is a powerful pressure measurement technique and has
been applicd to various studics. In gencral, PSP consists ol a dyve molecule and a
bindcr (polymer layer or porous matcrial). When the PSP layver applicd (o a surlace ol
interest 1s illuminated by a UV or blue light (=400 nm), the dve molccules are excited
and ¢mit lumingscence (phosphorescence or (Tuorcscence). The luminescence from the
dyc molecule used in PSP can be quenched by the interaction with oxygen molecules
(oxvgen quenching); thus, the pressure measurement is conducted by measuring the
luminescent intensity.

In recent vears, unsteady flow field measurement techniques have been a major
topic in the I’SP’ research. There are two approaches in unsteady PSP studies: One is
the development of fast-responding PSPs, and the other is that of measurement
algorithms. In general, porous binders are emploved for fast-responding PSPs, because
those binders have a short time-constant of the oxygen diffusion in the binder.
Anodized aluminum (AA-}PSP is known as a lypical porous PSP, but AA-PSP can
only be applicd to aluminum surfaces. Morcover, it 1s dillicull 1o [orm a uniform
AA-PSP laver on a model surlace of a complicated shape. Therelore, polymer-ceramic
(PC-)PSP, whosc binder congists of polymer and ¢eramic particles, has reccived much
attention. because PCPSP can be applied even to a model surface of non-aluminum
and of complicated shape. 1t is considered that mixing ceramic particles enlarge the
PSP surface area and enhance its response time to pressure change. In most PC-PSP.
titanium (V) oxide (110,) particles have been used as ceramic particles. 'The mixing
of 110, particles will induce the reduction in photostability of PC-PSP, since 11()
works as a photocatalyst under illumination of UV light (<390 nm). Theretfore, the
number of runs by a single PC-PSP sample will be strictly limited in wind tunnel
lesting. A new last-responding PSP, which is paintablc and photostable, 1s required.

We proposc a novel porous PSP called polymer-particle pressurc-sensitive paint
{pp-P5P). wherein polymer particles arc adopted nsicad ol TiO, particles in PC-PSP.
Wce prepare polystyrence (PS) pelymer particles by a scll-organized precipilation
{(SOAP) mcthod. The basic characteristics ol pp-PSP {pressurc- and icmpceraturc-
scnsitivilies, time responsc, and photostability) arce investigated and compared with
Ti(}; -based PC-PSP.

PASSAGE 2:

As pigment volume concentration (PVC) in a scrics ol coulings made with the same
pigments and binders, the density increases 1o a maximum when PVC cquals critical
PV( and then deceases, the increase infleets that pigments have higher densities than
binders. [lowever. above CPVC the lower density of air reduces the film density.

‘I'ensile strength of a series of films generally increases with PVC to a maximum at
CPVC, but then deceases above CPVC. Below CPVC the pigment particles serve as
reinforcing particles and increase the strength. It can be considered that polymer
molecules are adsorbed on the surface of multiple pigment particles providing the
equivalent of cross-links. Accordingly, more force is required to this physical network
with increasing pigment levels. However, above CPVC, the air voids weaken the film.
Generally abrasion and scrub resistance ol [ihms also drop as PVC is increcascd. In
cohesive [ailure the coating [ilm breaks; in adhesive failure there is separation at the
inlcrlace between coating and substrate. In many cascs, the [allures at low PVCS arc
cohesive [ailure, as are those above CPVC; only adhesive lailures are observed.

Stain resistance decercases sharply above CPVC sinee staring liquids can pencirale
into the pores leaving color that is difficult to remove behind. 1f one applies an alkyd-
based paint with PVC above CPVC to a wood substrate, one is less likely to get
blistering than with a similar paint with 'VC below CPVC.

Unlamented films have very high gloss. and drops until PVC approaches CPVC. It
15 desirable to make primers with a high PVC since the rougher, low gloss surface
leads to better intercut adhesion than a smooth. glossy surface.
