PASSAGE I:

More than forty years ago in an introduction to an English translation of the
Shahnameh, in the hope of making that book familiar to the western reader, 1 made
some comparisons between the epic of Ferdowsi and the [liad of Homer. In that
comparison I drew upon the generic similarities of the two works, pointing to the outer
features of the two poems as celebrations of martial virtues. The inevitable formulaic
repetitions, the detailed and personalized descriptions of weapons and armor, the
crucial role of the heroes’ horses, the attachment and loyalty of younger acolytes to
their older masters, the superb poetic descriptions of sunrise, and the imaginative
similes drawn from the world of nature to depict the dying of heroes were noted as the
uncanny affinities between the Shahnameh and the Iliad, affinities that point to the
remote origins of both in oral epics.

Lest the reader take issue with comparison of a work versified in the 10th century
of the C.E. clearly based upon a prose written source of only decades earlier with a
work composed nearly two millennia earlier, I should hasten to point out that the basic
subject of the early mythological episodes of the Shahnameh belong roughly to the
same preantiquity as the Iliad. They are rooted in the Avesta and are the reflections of
Mazdean and Zoroastrian creation myths. They constitute for the Iranian people the
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same attempt at self-recognition and identity as the /liad does for the Greeks. And as |
had noted in my essay of forty years ago, it is that mythological part of the Shahnameh
that evokes valid comparisons.

The English language premiere of Samuel Beckett’s play Waiting for Godot took place
in London in August 1955. Godot is an avant-garde play with only five characters (not
including Mr. Godot, who never arrives) and a minimal setting: one rock and one bare
tree. The play has two acts; the second act repeats what little action occurs in the first
with few changes: The tree, for instance, acquires one leaf. In a statement that was to
become famous, the critic, Vivian Mercer, has described Godot as “a play in which
nothing happens twice.” Opening night, critics and playgoers greeted the play with
bafflement and derision. The line, “Nothing happens, nobody comes, nobody goes. It’s
awful,” was met by a loud rejoinder of “Hear! Hear!” from an audience member.
Despite the audience reaction, the cast and director believed in the play. The director,
Peter Hall, had to beg the theater management not to close the play immediately but to
wait for the Sunday reviews. Waiting for Godot was in danger of closing the first week
of its run and of becoming nothing more than a footnote in the annals of the English
stage. However, Harold Hobson’s review in The Sunday Times managed to recognize
the play for what history has proven it to be, a revolutionary moment in theater.

Incidentally, you may have noticed that [ am calling the language under discussion
Persian and not Farsi, as some people are recently calling it, including some Persians,
regrettably. I think this is an unfortunate choice. Dear as Farsi is to us when we speak
or write Persian, Persian in English, and its likes in other Western languages, is a
fairly well-known term resulting from the long history of Persia and its political and
cultural achievements, as well as its relationships with other nations.

One talks of Persian art, Persian miniatures, Persian carpets, Persian poetry, Persian
blue, Persian gardens, the Persian Empire, and Greco-Persian wars, not to mention
Persian cats. The Bible speaks of “the laws of the Medes and the Persians” as
examples of strictly enforced laws.

For instance, one talks about the
wars of the Greeks and the Persians as the war between democracy and arbitrary rule,
reflecting the view of the Greeks who understandably were hardly fond of the
Persians. But even Greek histories talk of the might and splendor of the Persian
Empire and as the greatest power they knew on earth.

By calling the language Farsi one loses all these associations. Who would think that
Omar Khayyam wrote in Farsi, or that Goethe, Emerson, and Tagore, among many
others, praised “Farsi poetry”? Some of the Persians who use the term Farsi exhibit a
mistaken pride in the usage of a native word in a foreign language. They forget that
names of countries and languages are often different in nonnative tongues. In English
one speaks of German not Deutsch and Spanish not Espanol. Imagine if the Egyptians
asked foreign countries to call their country Misr and their culture Misrian or Misrid.
Would Misrid civilization, Misrid obelisks, Misrid hieroglyphs, Misrid mummies
make much sense in English? They would, no doubt, do a great disservice to the
reputation of their splendid ancient culture and of their history, if they did so.
