One of the most important decisions at the time when people grow up
and become adults is what job or career to choose. However, with so many
possibilities to choose from, this decision is often a difficult one to make.

If a person uses two languages in everyday life, he or she is said to be
bilingual. Only a few people whom we would call bilingual can speak, read, or
write both languages equally well. We call those who can do this “balanced
bilinguals”. But most bilinguals have a preferred language, which they use
most of the time, and then a second language, the level and use of which
will vary considerably from one person to another. Children raised bilingually
from a very early age are most likely to have an equal command of both.

There are bilingual communities in many parts of the world. Members of
these communities use two (or more) languages as a matter of course. South
Africa, Belgium, Wales, Ireland, and Canada are some examples of countries
where such communities exist.
